Treatment (IOP)? 

Intensive Outpatient Treatment or IOP is 

designed to provide stability in early   

recovery or continue the progress made 

at a higher level. IOP provides support 

through group therapy  3 times weekly 

supplemented by individual therapy. The 

group process helps to create hope and 

achieve recovery by  developing skills to 

maintain  sobriety in a     

supportive environment.

 Outpatient treatment is designed 

to support change through group therapy 

1-2 times per week and/or individual 

counseling.  

What to expect in treatment? 

 Our highly trained clinicians 

will work with each client to 

achieve  recovery through the use of 

individual strengths, needs, abilities, 

and preferences.  

 An individualized course of 

treatment utilizing a comprehensive    

assessment, group therapy, and    

individual sessions will create the 

supportive environment necessary 

for change.  We strive to schedule all 

initial assessments within 24-hours 

of first contact and   

encourage individuals 

seeking treatment to 

begin their treatment 

program within 48 

hours of assessment to
